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Terms of Use for the Data-Driven Catalyst Design System Web Application

Article 1 (Application)

These Terms of Use (hereinafter, the "Terms") set forth the conditions for the use of the data-driven catalyst design simulation web

application (hereinafter, the "Service") provided by RIKEN (hereinafter, the "Institute"). Individuals who use the Service (hereinafter,

"Users") must agree to these Terms before using the Service.

Article 2 (Account Registration)

Users must register an account via the method prescribed by the Institute in order to use the Service.

The Institute will provide the Service only to those individuals who use the Service exclusively for the purpose of non-
profit research or testing (hereinafter, the “Purpose”) conducted by Non-Profit Entities, including but not limited to
universities, national and public testing or research institutions (including incorporated administrative agencies), colleges
of technology, public interest incorporated foundations, medical corporations, and educational institutions (including
vocational schools).

A person who desires to use the Service (hereinafter, the “Applicant”) shall submit an application form to the Institute.
Registration of account is completed upon the Institute's approval. The Institute may, in its sole discretion, refuse
registration if it deems the Applicant inappropriate. The Institute shall not be obligated to disclose the reason for such
refusal.

Personal information required for account registration shall be managed in accordance with the Institute’s Privacy Policy

(https://www.riken.jp/privacy/).

The Institute reserves the right to suspend or delete accounts at any time, for any reason, including but not limited to the
provision of false information to the Institute. The provisions under "Disclaimer" shall survive any such suspension or

deletion.

Article 2-2 (Management of Account Information)

The Account may only be used by the User and must not be transferred or lent to any third party.

Users shall carefully manage the account information (ID and password) to avoid leaks or unauthorized use. The Institute
shall assume no liability for damages caused to Users or other persons arising out of the management or usage conditions
of the account information.

Users shall inform of any changes to the information that they have submitted to the Institute

Article 3 (Handling of Data)

As a general rule, Users are encouraged to use the "Clear all data" function to delete all data input into the Service
(hereinafter, "Input Data"), as well as the calculation results and intermediate data generated through use of the Service
(hereinafter, "Output Data").

Upon using the "Clear all data" function, the Input Data, Output Data, and any intermediate calculation data will be deleted
from the system.

If a User forgets to use the "Clear all data" function or for any other reason the data remains stored within the Service, the



Institute shall not be held responsible for any retention, disclosure, or other handling of such data. Users shall bear full
responsibility and shall not raise any objections against the Institute in this regard.
Notwithstanding the preceding paragraph, if a User wishes to manage Input Data and Output Data exclusively without

uploading to the cloud, a separate paid agreement must be negotiated and concluded with the Institute.

Article 4 (Prohibited Conduct)

Users shall not engage in any of the following acts:

Acts that violate laws and regulations, or that may infringe the rights of the Institute or third parties.
Acts contrary to public order and morals.

Acts that interfere with other Users’ use of the Service or the operation of the Service.
Unauthorized use of the Service.

Act of using the Service for any purpose other than the Purpose.

Acts of offering benefits directly or indirectly to an anti-social force in connection with the Service;

Any other acts deemed inappropriate by the Institute.

Article 4-2 (Prohibited Users)

The following individuals or groups (hereinafter, "Prohibited Users") are strictly prohibited from using the Service:

(@D  Individuals or laboratories who, despite having engaged in joint research with the Institute in the past, have used or
applied research results based on such collaborations without the Institute's consent.

(@  Individuals or organizations that have engaged in conduct deemed unethical by the Institute.

@  Any other individuals or organizations that the Institute determines to be inappropriate for use of the Service.

The Institute may refuse access, account registration, and data use, or may delete such access without notice for any

Prohibited User.

If a Prohibited User uses the Service either directly or through a third party, such User shall compensate the Institute for

all damages incurred (including investigative costs, legal fees, and other expenses) as well as a penalty fee.

In the case described in the preceding paragraph, the Institute shall bear no responsibility for any damage incurred by a

third party as a result of such use, and the Prohibited User shall assume full liability.

Article 4-3 (Actions and Liability for Breach)

If a User causes any damage to the Institute arising out of or in relation to a breach of these Terms, the Institute may claim
compensation for such damage from the User.
If a breach of these Terms by a User causes damage to a third party, the User shall resolve the matter and defend the Institute

at their own responsibility and expense, and shall hold the Institute harmless from any such damage.

Article 5 (Disclaimer)

The Service is provided on an "as-is" basis, and the Institute makes no warranty as to the completeness, accuracy, usefulness,
or fitness for a particular purpose of the Service.

The Institute may suspend the Service due to system failures, maintenance, or other reasons.

The Institute may terminate the Service with or without prior notice.

The Institute shall not be liable for any direct, incidental, or consequential damages (including, but not limited to, loss of



profits, interruption of research activities, or loss of information) resulting from the use of or inability to use the Service,
or termination of the Service, or any errors, omissions, lack of usefulness or other inaccuracies in the information provided
through the Service.

Article 6 (Modification of the Terms)

The Institute may modify these Terms at any time. The modified Terms shall take effect upon notification via the Service.

Article 7 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)

The interpretation and application of these Terms shall be governed by the laws of Japan. Any disputes related to the Service shall be

subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Tokyo District Court.
